Would you li1ce to hear a little about Wisconsin Commencement? 
Sunday, June 22, was Baccalaureate Day. Mr. Justice W. R. Riddell of 
the Supreme Court of Canada spoke. The twenty-third was Class Day. 
At night the Pipe of Peace ceremony was given on the lower campus. 
The ceremony is peculiar to Wisconsin. Hundreds of visitors see it each 
year. It is held at twelve o'clock at night. A huge fire was built in the 
center of the campus which was appropriately decorated for the occasion. 
At twelve o'clock the two Indian chieftains and a retinue of Indian 
squaws arrived. An Indi.an dance wa.s performed around the fire. Then 
the senior chief gave the Pipe of Peace oration. Philip La Follette gave 
it this year. A · junior. chief re sponded and accepted the pipe. Senior 
girls again danced and all bade farew ell and the senior tribe departed 
into the world to parts · "unknown." It was very impressive. 

Tuesday, June 24, was Alumni: Day and the big day of Commencement 
week for all but the anxious .seniors. Every year some fitting exercise is 
given. This year the Lincoln Terrace was dedicated. This terrace is just 
in f ront of University Hall and is at the top of the hill. The Lincoln 
statue was recently moved back onto a large marble foundation which is 
very conspicuous on our upper campus. 

The dedication was very formal and very military. The pageantry was 
very beautiful. Senior girls were in cap and gown, Wisconsin men who 
had been in service were in uniform. Underclassmen honored vVisconsin 
University gold star men by carrying green wreaths encircling gold stars, 
one girl for each gold star. (vVi.sconsin State Guardsmen were present in 
military formation.) On the speaking program were our state governor, 
university president, members of the Board of Regents, members of the 
faculty, and alumni. Souvenir programs were given, 

After picnics, plays, banquets, dances, and exercises of vari"ous kinds 
were over, Wednesday finally came, \Vednesday the big day for seniors 
and truly their own day. At 8:30 the procession fo rmed and marched 
over the hill to the Agricultural Grounds and on to the Agricultural 
Pavilion. Here Wisconsin's War class and the smallest class in years 
received their degrees. Only 6o6 received A.B. and B.S. cleg1·ees ; sixty­
three received M .A. and M.S. degrees, w hile eighteen acquired Ph.D.'s. 
There was granted to Samuel Plantz, president of Lawrence College, 
Wisconsin. and to Marcel Knecht of the French High Commission to 
America the honorary degree of Doctor of Laws. 
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J nne 30 found summer school opening with five Tau girls in attendance. 
There are also three visiting Delta Zetas at the house. Edna Thoreen, 
Nu, is acting chaperon, Hazel Bacon, Pi, and Fannie Putcamp, Zeta, are 
the other two. All our guests are darling and we arc so happy to have 
them with us for a few weeks. Indeed we ·would like to keep them next 
year too. 

This letter doesn't seem to end naturally so I'll have to make an end.

Dear Sisters in Delta Zeta: 
We are very happy to have the privilege of addressing you by this title, 

and to be welcomed into our large and growing family. It seems a very 
short time since l\1:rs. Malott and Mrs. Shugart were here, and often we 
go into the chapter-room to see the charter and the "Fraternity Girls' 
Symphony:' upon the wall, in order to persuade ourselves that it was not 
a dream. But already Phi and Chi have appeared on the scene, and we 
can no longer ask your indulgence for our shor.tcomings on the ground 
that we are the baby chapter. 

This has been a· year of great vicissitudes and experiences for us all. 
The S. A. T. C. and the "flu" epidemic with its terrible destruction of life 
passed away with the old year, and on January I the University of North 
Dakota !Jegan the task of readjusting itself to its normal routine. At 
fi rst we had thought that we must devote a ll our energies exclusively and 
unremittingly to our class work, but wiser counsels prevailed, and we have 
restored to our schedules many of the most wOt-thwhile acti viti"es and 
social functions. 

The one event of the year which a rouses the highest degree of enthu­
siasm, college sp irit, and interclass rivalry is the Carney Song Contest 
held annually on Founders' Day, February 22. Each class sings our 
Alma Mater and four original college songs written by members of the 
class. A prize of fifty dollars is · awarded to the wi'nning class by Mr. E. 
C. Carney, an al~mnus of the university. This year the freshman class 
was Sl)cccssful in attaining first place. Perhaps some of the credit for the 
victory is due to the judicious selection of songs by the song committee, 
of which Anna Miles was a member. Anna is also a member of the 
Women's Glee Club. We "neutrals" did take a spedal interest in the 
senior class, however, for the three Delta Zeta seniors wrote an athletic 
song which was sung in the contest and ver.y enthusiastically received. 

The Panhellenic Association of the university recently entertained at 
a banquet attended by representatives of the six women's" fraternities on 
the cam pus and by members of several other fraternities, who are living 
in Grand Forks. The Panhellenic banquet .is given annually, and always 
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proves to be a very successf ul means of promoting interfraternity coopera­
tion and good will. Laura Black will qe president of Panhellenic next 
year. 

Laura Black and Lydia Leonhard played basketball this winter on their 
class teams. Several of our gir ls are playing volley ball, but the cla.ss 
teams have not yet been selected. 

Delta Zeta has been well represented this year on our college paper, 
The Student. Constance Stegenga was the editor-in-chief until very 
recently when new members of the staff were elected. Ruth Ingle was an 
associate editor on th e women's annual special edition, The Co-Ed Student. 
Agnes Berget served her apprenticeship as reporter this year, and was 
elected literary editor for next year. 

Laura Black, who is the vice-president of the Y. W. C. A., was one of 
three delegates from the university Y. 'vV. C. A. who attended the Cabinet 
Training School held recently at Fargo. 

The French students and faculty of the universi.ty have organized a 
French club known as the "Circle de France." A special incentive has 
been given to the study of French by the presence of two French girls, 
the Misses Letissier and Bentegeat, who are scholarship students. The 
club plans to study the French language, music, customs, and dramas. 
It meets once a month at the Delta Zeta house. Kathleen Robertson is 
treasurer. 

Delta Zeta has tlwec members on the faculty, but Upsilon chapter can 
claim only two of them, for Miss Fannie Putcamp, instructor in Lati"n, is 
a Zeta alttmna. Kathleen Rohert.son is instructor in French. Luella Hall, 
who expects to receive her M.A. degree in June, is assistant in history, 
and expects to return next year as instructor in history and sociology. 

Two of the three fellowships offered for graduate study were awarded 
to Delta Zeta gi.r!.s, Constance Stegenga and Julia Rue. We are very 
happy, because the return of these girls next year will mean a great deal 
to our young and inexperienced chapter. 

The "first four" members of Phi Beta Kappa were elected in April, 
and at the head of the list stands the name of Constance Stegenga. 

On May 15, 16, and 17, the annual high schoo~ conference was held at 
the university. The most interesting and popular feature was the May 
Fete, which consisted, this year, of classic Greek dances and ceremonies, 
for it is to be a festival to Dionysus. Ruth Trang.srud danced in one of 
the most intricate and beautiful dances. 

Commencement is rapidly approaching, and the seniors are petitioning 
to be excused · from final examinations, as usual. Everything has a begin­
ning, they .say. Julia Rue is on the committee for announcements. The 
class held elections a few days ago for Commencement speakers. Ruth 
Ingle was selected to be the class prophet. "Gingles" hasn't decided yet 
whether it shall be written in vers libre or in heroic couplets. 

We a re very sorry to report the loss of one of our most ta,lented and 
lovable "preps," Anna Miles. who has been called home because of her 
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mother's serious illness. But we are hopeful that she will return to us 
next fall, for we lmow that she will·be one of our strongest members. 

Our "preps" gave an informal dancing party for the actives last 
Saturday night. To judge by the artistic programs, tasteful deco1·ations, 
beautiful music; and delicious refreshments, one would have thought them 
veterans of many a strenuous social campa ign, and their ability to give 
everyone a good time-not forgetting themselves-augurs well for their 
future social success. 

On :May 2 and 3 it was our pleasure and privi1cge to hold our first 
initiation service for two of our former members who were unable to be 
present at installation time. Elizabeth Hughes, our dearly beloved first 
president of Alpha Sigma Epsilon, stopped here for initiation on her way 
back to Chicago, where she is in nur.se's training at the Cook County 
Hospital. Eveline Kloster is now critic teacher for the eighth grade at 
the l\Iayville State Normal School. She expects to return to the university 
next year as a senior.

We are so del ighted to think 
we truly belong at last, and wil l a lways do all in our power as a group 
and individually to uphold Delta Zeta's standards everywhere. 

Our in sta.l lation was a never-to-be-forgotten week-end. It star ted with 
the arrival of Mildred French Thursday even ing, April 24. Ruby Long, 
th e installing officer, and six of the Ka ppa gir ls, Erline Pence, Verne 
H·aJI, Esther Campbell, Kirsten Larson, and Beatrice Fryer, a rrived here 
about Friday noon. They were such a j olly g roup that befor e we had 
reached \iValdo Hall from the station, they seemed like old friends. Fri­
day morning Mildred F rench had the personal inte rv iews so our new 
arrivals· gave themselves only time to deposit thei'r suitcases and draw 
one deep breath before they started out fo r the Sigma' A lpha Epsilon 
House where the initiation services were to be held.

Our beginning this year was hampered both by the "flu" and the absence 
of a number of our members, whose war work or domestic duties took 
them far afield. Helen Pearson, who was our president, accepted a posi­
tion as traveling agent for the Red Cross Service which took her to St.
